Roofs of all the premises
should be cleaned and walls to be white-washed.

6. A Chimmey should bs let-out for the smoke 6f the kitchen.

7. . There should be No Oven (Tandor) in any of the places where food or
drink is prepared or served.

development schemes of town planning, clectricity, water, telephones etc, which are
intended for the people’s weltare.  With these ends in view His Highness the Ruler
publisiied the following notice on 26th Rajab 1379 H. corresponding to 24.1.1¢60:-

“In the gencral interst I hereby notify the public that I have decided to appoint
a committee to deal with all niatters concerning land and property in my State with
a view to establishing a modern Land Registry which will safeguard the interests of
all and be called ‘The Lands Department’. Under the new system facilities will be
provided, accuracy ensured and the general interests served”,

“The said Committee, which will be presided over by Maktoum bin Rashid
AlMaktoum, shall start work forthwith; and I hereby invite all members of the
public to co-operate with them and give all the required information and assistance
to enable them carry out their task effectively”.

On the same day the Ruler issued another notice appointing a Lands
Committee presided over by Sheikh Maktoum bin Rashid. His Highness granted
the said Committee all the requisite powers that would help in the execution of the
works which are touching the high interests of the people.

In pursuance of the Ruler's two notices the President of The Lands Committee
had a meeting with the President of the Sharia Court in Dubaij for the transfer of all
matters concerning lands to the new Lands Department. The transfer took place
on 3rd Sha‘ban 1379 H. (31.1.1960) and the President of the Lands Committee
notified the public about it by notice issued on 2nd Sha‘ban 1379 (30. 1. 1960)

Then the Lands Committee help a meeting and laid down their procedure,
gonseque%tly the President released the following notice dated 2nd Sha ban 1379
0. 1. 1960). A o

“In pursuance of the notice issued by His Highness the Ruler on the 26th
day of Rajab 1379 H. corresponding to the 24th day of January 1960, whereby the
Ruler dccl’ared the constitution of a° Committee to deal with land matters and land
Tegistration, it is hereby announced that the said Commitice will commence work
as from Tuesday 12th Sha‘ban 1379 corresponding to February 9th 1960.%

““The Committee will look into all matters concerning lands. It will examine
all documents of title, give a definite number for each plot of land for easy reference,
fix its boundaries and survey it with a view to establishing titles and safeguarding
Interests.*

“It is therefore, requested that all members of the public shall approach the
Committee as soon as passiblz at the new Lands Department with effect from the
above mentioned date and the Committee will be ready to assist and answer queries*,

The old procedure of selling property by notices published was immediately
Stopped by the Lands Committee to avoid the difficulties and inaccuracy emanating
therefrom. The Committee applicd their new procedure of examination of documents,
Investigation and est.blishment of the first title before sale or any other -transaction
I8 carried out. All kinds of dealings with property became acceptable such as
Mortgages, grants, transmissions, exchanges, as well as decrees, estates of deceased
Persons and trusts declared by the competent Sharia Court, . e

There were actually two journeys before the Lands Committee - (1) the
Establishment of the first titlcs and (2) the testing up of the new department ‘which
- Would' undertake the administration’ of lands..after diss :lution, of the Commitiee,
- Thug'the Lands Committee-divided up their function into two stages.as follows ;-

Preliminary :

People in this locality, like others, own the land and dispose of the same by ways of sale,
mortgage, grant etc. They established their titles either by cultivation or continuous possession of by
grant from the Ruler; and each plot of land was identified by its owner i.e So. & So's house or SO
So's palm trees. Later on transactions started for various purposes e.g. dwelling, cultivation and sub-
sistance. Those transactions were entirely dependent upon the mutual confidence of the intercs.th
parties; but later on people started to exchange documenis to give them more guarantee or security.
As for land claims or land disputes they were dealt with either by compromise or by decisions of
local Sharia Judges who were functioning under the supervision of the Sheikhs.

. Then further development was achived the population increased, the individual ownert
multiplied and the land became more valueable. It was therefore, essential introduce some cyste
whereby land transactions and land disputes would be adequately dealt with.

So when the Dubai Sharia Court was first established in the year 1375 H. land metter$ be-
came part of its funcitions. The Court adopted the system for two months after which the sale would
bs concluded if no opposition thereto was made. Dealings, other than sales e. g. grants, mortgages
and exchanges), were transacted outside the Court by written instruments drawn up by the paﬂl“—,’i
witnessed and attested by the Sheikhs and learned Sharia men. As for land claims they were (and stil
are) dealt with in Court by civil suits. This procedure continued up to the end of 1379 H.

Still further development was achieved and more dealings with property were the ml“,‘""l
consequence of such development. Not only this but also there came about the idea of town planni?
with a view to providing the locality with lovely roads, buildings, public yards, electricity telephones a0
water connections. It was, therefore, apparent that some of the titles to the land would be affected by
these vital schemes; and it was necessary lor the responsible authorities to find out how and to whd
extent the individual titles would be afiected. It was equally necessary to distingnish between 1he
privately owned property and the government property.

In fact there was no system in existence to help in providing the necessary information - nci‘bc?
in Court nor elsewhere. In Court there was nothing besides the notices of sales and few estates ©
deceased persons; and even those were not kept in any way whereby the required information would be
available. Againin the cases of sales there was no sufficient guarantee because many peo le were not
aware of the notices published. Also the unoccupied or government property was cxpose for sale by
the peoplc because no opposition was made thereto. Not only this but the vendors and their ﬂe}gh'
bours used to sign the sale agreements outside the Court. The vendor, or the broker, was giv
a blank headed paper to have it completed and signed away from the cyes of the Court authorities.

For all those reasons the government decided to introduce a new system of land rcgisttﬂﬂ"“
similar to thoss systems existing in other countries to establish the titles. give sufficient security 1@ ’
owners and their successors and, at the same time, facilitate all dealings with property. i
undoubtedly an important duty of the government to give security to the people not only in thet
lives but also in property.) On the other hand the new system will belp a great deal in SBPPI)"”S
